Irineo Pallares, from Culiacan,
Mexico, has a degree in finance. He
worked for 13 years in a five star



hotel, starting out as a porter and
receptionist and eventually working
his way up to being in charge of
keeping track of all income and
expenses. He also helped out in
Chapultepec high school, providing
guidance for the students there.

Eduardo Ares studied Classics at the
Complutense University in Madrid,
and has taught in a number of
schools. He also is a well-known oral
narrator and has received several
international prizes.

Miguel Angel Correas was born in
Alcazar de San Juan, in Spain, and
studied Information Engineering at
the University of Castilla la Mancha.
