There were only a few of us
present and right away I realized
how lucky I was, since by all rights I
shouldn’t have beeen there. I
remember that Don Alvaro was
praying intently, while Don Javier
assisted him, very attentive to every



detail. It was an unforgettable
experience.

But what really left a deep imprint
on my soul was seeing, when the
Holy Mass was over, how Don Alvaro
returned to the small chapel with
Don Javier and began praying out
loud, thanking God for the great gift
of the Mass. It was as though he had
forgotten about everyone else there
and was alone with the Master. And
at the same time, he didn’t forget
about anyone, since he prayed for all
of us.
