I am very happy to be inBurgos. We are walking in Saint Josemaria's footsteps. When he arrived here in 1938, he came with many burdens… and also with many joys for the future. So I ask you and ask myself: today how many times and in what way have you remembered him. For if we truly want to strengthen the body of the Church, the Mystical Body of the Church, we need to be closely united to the Pope, to the Common Father, to the one at the head, the Vicar of Christ, Peter's Successor. So don't fail…. Right now, all of us here… See how easy it is, because now each of us can say: “Lord, help the Pope." And you will pray for him and for his intentions, and specifically for the trip he is going to make to South America, which is going to be very difficult.
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
