He worked as a chaplain in high
schools in the Washington, D.C. and
Chicago areas for several years,
offering spiritual accompaniment to
students, parents, and teachers.
From 2015 on, he served as the vicar
of Opus Dei in the midwest; he was
appointed regional vicar of the
United States in 2022. He became
vicar of the United States and Canada
in 2024, following the restructuring
of the regions, until his appointment
as Vicar General in April 2025.
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
