The second,
at 5:30 p.m., will be celebrated by
Bishop Javier Echevarría.
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After the 5:30 Mass, the mortal
remains of the new saint will be
transferred to the Prelatic Church of
Our Lady of Peace (Viale Bruno
Buozzi, 75).
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
