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In the years immediately after

Seven of these interviews, which
reflect his supernatural sense,
cordiality, love of freedom in
defending ideals and in reaching out
in dialogue, are collected in this
volume, published in 1968. These are
joined by the text of a famous homily,
Passionately Loving the World, given
by the founder on the campus of the
University of Navarre in 1967.
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
