The
Eucharistic Sacrifice will be offered
for the faithful of the Work, relatives
and friends who have died as a result
of the coronavirus.

The Mass will be in Italian, although
Latin will be used for the canon. The 
readings and prayers of the faithful
will be done in various languages.
The homily will be in Spanish, but it
will be available for download from
this website shortly before the start
of the celebration in English, French,
Portuguese and Italian.

Holy Mass will begin at 7:00 pm
(Rome time). This schedule will allow
those in America, Africa and Europe
– where many people are still living
in confinement – to take part. Those
who cannot do so live (for example,
people in Asia or Oceania) will find a
