As you know, during these weeks—in
Spain, Portugal, France, and now
Germany, the Netherlands and
Belgium—I am having the
opportunity to be with many people
of the Work, with their families, and



with cooperators and friends. As I
share their joys, their sorrows and,
above all, their desire to bring
Christ’s love to so many people, I
recall those words that issued from
the heart of Saint Josemaria in
thanksgiving to God: “I think about
the Work and I am dumbfounded.”

Surely the same thing will happen to
you, although at times the daily
difficulties and problems can make it
hard to see beyond the immediate
task we have before us.
