I pray daily to our
Mother that we may be able to
open our souls in spiritual
direction and the light of grace
may shine in all our behaviour.
Mary will obtain for us the
courage to be sincere, if we ask
her for it, so that we may come
closer to the Most Blessed
Trinity.
