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The sole objective of Opus Dei has
always been to see to it that there be
men and women of all races and
social conditions who endeavour to
love and to serve God and the rest of
mankind in and through their
ordinary work…

If you want a point of comparison,
the easiest way to understand Opus
Dei is to consider the life of the early
Christians. They lived their Christian
vocation seriously, seeking earnestly
the holiness to which they had been
called by their Baptism. Externally
they did nothing to distinguish
themselves from their fellow
citizens. The members of Opus Dei
are ordinary people. They work like
everyone else and live in the midst of
the world just as they did before they
joined. There is nothing false or
artificial about their behaviour. They
live like any other Christian citizen
who wants to respond fully to the
demands of his faith, because that is



what they are. (Conversations, 10
