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The relics of Saint
Josemaria return to
Our Lady of Peace

The remains of the new saint
have been returned now to Our
Lady of Peace, the prelatic
church of Opus Dei. St.
Josemaria's casket was
transferred on the afternoon of
Thursday the 10th from the
basilica of San Eugenio, after
the final thanksgiving Mass
celebrated by the prelate of the
Opus Dei, Bishop Javier
Echevarria.
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Veneration of the relics in San

The casket with the body of the new
saint remained exposed in the
basilica of San Eugenio, facing the
main altar, from October 3 to 10.
During this time, said Fr. Michele
Diaz, parish priest at San Eugenio,
thousands of people passed through
the basilica to venerate the relics of
St. Josemaria. Fr. Diaz described it as
a true "procession of piety and
devotion," during which thousands
of people went to confession. The
faithful, he said, showed an "attitude
of great recollection and prayer," and
"many brought petitions to God
through the intercession of the saint,
and also many asked me to pass
objects and letters with intentions by
the casket of St. Josemaria." The



parish priest noted that in the eight
days of exposition 160 Masses were
concelebrated in the basilica. Many
young volunteers were on hand
throughout the period, helping the
people passing through the basilica
with whatever was needed.
