“INSULT TO SPANISH ARMY DENIED”
(from our correspondent): The editor
of a spanish newspaper was
sentenced today to six months and
one day s imprisonment by a



military court from writing an article
alleged to be offensive to the spanish
army.

Sefior Fernandez Areal, 34-year-old
editor of the Diario Regional of
Valladolid, had suggested in his
article that a french plan to reduce
her army might be copied by Spain.

Compulsory service of 18 months
could be cut, even down to three
months, with intensive training, and
sefior Areal also suggested that many
of Spain s large barracks could be
closed.

These suggestions were too much for
the military authorities of historic
Valladolid, in the heart of Old
Castille, birthplace of Philip IT and
residence of the Spanish court for
some time. Sefior Areal was arrested
after his publication on November 6
and dismissed from his post. he was
conditionally released after 24 hours.



Today he was tried and sentenced by
a tribunal of four generals and one
colonel.

The military prosecutor had
demanded a ten month "s sentence.

Don Antonio Ferrer Santana,
formerly professor of Penal Law at
Valencia university, but now
practising in Madrid, who defended
Sefior Areal, pleaded for acquittal.
He argued that such allegations could
not be brought against Sefior Areal,
who had gained an Army prize
worth £150 after writing favourable
articles on the army about two
months before his arrest.

Sefior Areal, a member of Opus Dei
and a reserve officer, must now
await confirmation of his sentence
by the Captain General of Valladolid.
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
